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Dear Parish Family,                                                                                                                                                 
 
 In his book The Ten Greatest Gifts I Give My Children, author Steven Vannoy shares with 
readers the privileges of parenting and of passing on to the next generation the strengths that will be 
needed to live healthy and holy lives.  Among these gifts are integrity and responsibility.  With the 
gift of responsibility young people learn to take charge of their own lives; with the gift of integrity, 
they learn to help others work through the circumstances they face.   
 Saint Paul was gifted with both integrity and responsibility and he handed them on to others.  
In our second reading today we hear about that “handing on” (from Saint Paul to Onesimus).  One-
simus was a fugitive slave who had run away from his master, Philemon, a Christian of Colossae.  
Saint Paul loves Onesimus as a father loves a son.  In verses 10 and 12, his love is obvious through the 
use of the terms “my child” and “my heart.”   
 Onesimus became a brother to Saint Paul, in Christ, by his conversion and was useful to him 
(the name Onesimus means “useful”).  It is with reluctance that Saint Paul sends him back to Phile-
mon, because he had proven to be helpful to Saint Paul as he was in prison.  Because Onesimus had 
“run away” from his master he could have been put to death upon his return.  Saint Paul does not force 
his hand with Philemon, but asks that he “do what is proper.”  He appeals to the mercy and forgiving 
nature of Philemon, asking that he value Onesimus not only as a slave but also as a fellow human be-
ing, a beloved brother of the Christian faith and as a young disciple.  Under Saint Paul’s tutelage, 
Onesimus had learned responsibility and integrity; now Saint Paul is asking Philemon to recognize 
and appreciate these gifts in Onesimus and exercise those same gifts toward him in all generosity.   
 It is difficult to understand the full nature of Saint Paul’s request.  Did he hope that Philemon 
would free Onesimus?  Did he want Onesimus to be sent back to him to aid him in his ministry?  Or, 
did he just want the assurance that Onesimus would not be punished for running away?  These ques-
tions remain unanswered, because we only have half of the conversation.  We do not have Philemon’s 
response.  Nevertheless, despite the unanswered questions – and despite the fact that, as much as we 
would have liked him to, Saint Paul does not issue a condemnation of the institution of slavery – Saint 
Paul’s Letter to Philemon remains a valuable letter.   
 Through this brief piece of personal correspondence, we are offered a glimpse into the manner 
in which Saint Paul’s theological insights affected his pastoral concerns.  The letter is permeated with 
the conviction that the Christian lives in profound connection to Christ and that the Christian’s behav-
ior must reflect that connection.  Whereas others among his contemporaries would have regarded 
slaves as “mere tools,” Saint Paul would have Philemon see Onesimus as “a beloved brother, as a 
man” and to welcome him as he would have welcomed Saint Paul, himself (verse 17).   
 While we do not know the aftermath of the letter, some scholars suggest that Onesimus became 
an important leader in the Church.  In Colossians 4:9, he is described as “the faithful and beloved 
brother who is one of yourselves.”  One tradition identifies him as the Onesimus who became Bishop 
of Ephesus some 60 years later.  Whatever became of him, the message that Saint Paul was moved to 
compose on behalf of Onesimus constitutes one of the best letters ever written describing the integrity 
and responsibility necessary to embrace the Gospel in its totality (authentic discipleship).
